Instructions for inputting community service information

1. Type www.goodturnforamerica.org to access Good Turn for America website OR access GTFA’s website via link on Tillikum district’s home page.
2. Home page for GTFA is displayed. Click on “Tell us about your service project” at the bottom middle of the page.
3. Page for “Tell Us About Your Service Project” is displayed. Click on “Report Your Unit's Service Hours, click here” located in the first bullet.
4. Page to enter username and password displays. If you are a return user, skip to #8. First time users click on “new users click here” to register your unit information into GTFA.

5. Read Confidentiality Statement and click “I agree.”

6. Enter unit information in appropriate boxes as prompted. Username is your unit’s 4-digit ID number. Example P110 would enter “0110”, or T20 would enter “0020.” Create your own unit password. Click “Register” button at bottom of page.

7. Fix any information computer prompts for. When information is correctly entered, page display says “Thank you for visiting Good Turn for America.” Choose “Would you like to report a Service Project?  click here” from bullet points at bottom of page. (Skip to #9)
8. To report information about a service project in which your unit/group participated, enter username and password and click “login.”
9. Click on category that best describes the type of service project unit completed. 

10. Follow prompts on page to enter information into GTFA. Click “submit report” button.

11. “Congratulations! Your service project has been recorded” screen is displayed. Click the appropriate choice to record another service project, print GTFA certificate, return to home page, or log out of system.

GTFA also allows you to input Eagle Scout service project information, or check previously recorded projects.
