Everything that you bring must be carried by you or in your backpack. Cars may not be taken to the 

campsites.  Please leave excess jewelry at home. 

 

NECESSARY ITEMS for each person.  If you want to share equipment with someone you know, be 

aware that you may or may not be together in the same crew.  Make sure you check in together if you plan 

on sharing something. 

 

 BSA Class III Physical Form. You must have this or you can not participate in this training. 

 Backpack - internal or external frame 

 Tent (one or two man) backpacking and ground cloth, you will be sleeping outdoors  

 Backpacking stove and fuel (if you cannot bring fuel with you, please let us know and we will 

provide) 

 One backpacking-style pot for overnighter 

 Sleeping Bag suitable for season 

 Form Pad 

 Rain gear! 

 Toothbrush and tooth paste 

 Towel, washcloth, and soap 

 2 small flashlights w/extra batteries 

 Toilet paper 

 Personal survival kit containing the 10 essentials 

 Personal first aid kit 

 1/8" Nylon cord - 25 feet 

 Hiking boots 

 Aqua shoos, tennis shoes, sandals or moccasins 

 Heavy socks and poly sock liners 

 Swim suit and large towel 

 Clothing for three days each weekend (please layer and prepare for cold, warm, rain and wind) 

 Knife, fork, spoon, cup, and plate.  Most meals will be prepared and served by the cook crew.  

However, you will cook for yourselves on your overnighter. 

 Suntan lotion 

 Sun Glasses 

 Hat or cap 

 Work gloves 

 Water jug or canteen  

 Folding camp chair – important for training sessions  

 Plenty of paper and pen/pencils for notes 

 Ranger Guidebook  - WILL BE SUPPLIED TO YOU

 Song book and musical instrument 

 Bible 

 Camera and film 

 Pillow 

 Personal snacks 

 bear bag and line 

 Small backpack or fanny pack 

 GPS and compass
