Each year the American Legion awards college scholarships to Eagle Scouts.
For 2007 NO applications from Washington State were submitted or awarded.
With a little publicity, ten applications were received for 2008. Of these, eight
were not properly completed. As the applicants obviously could not follow in-
structions, they were discarded and the remaining two were awarded scholar-
ships. So, they are trying again to find deserving scouts to receive awards for
2009. Here are the instructions as printed in the Washington State American
Legion newspaper.

Applications for the Eagle Scout of the Year Award and Scholarship for 2009
are available now. Copies are available at all Posts and at the Department
web site. Click on "Programs”, then "Americanism", then "Boy Scouts." Print
the four page application.

Applications, with all supporting documents are to be submitted to Department
Headquarters not later than March 2, 2009.

Please remember the following:

1. The Scout must have some affiliation with the Legion, such as from a Scout
unit sponsored by the Legion, Auxiliary or SAL, OR the relative of a Legion or
Auxiliary member;

2. The Eagle Scout must be in high school;

3. The Eagle Scout must have the appropriate religious award for Boy Scout
age (11-18). Religious awards earned as a Cub Scout do not count.

4. There is no need for a Post endorsement in the application. Applications will
not be judged at the Post level. All applications should be sent to Department
for review.
